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  Client Checklist & Reminders
1. Contractor contacts- Make a quick list with the contact information for your builder and other sub contractors like the Electrician, Security, HVAC, and Cabinet builder. Getting this information to your Technology contractor will ensure he can communicate with them.

2. Basic plan- Make a quick list of rooms and locations you would like to add video and or sound, as well as what you want to make available in these rooms. Most video sources (Cable+ Blu ray/DVD etc.) you will most likely want close by so you can simply load media. Audio sources (CD changer, I-pod, Radio) can be located further away with a control located in the room.

3. Floor plans- Having a quick copy of the finished floor plans printed out for your Technology contractor can be very helpful. These plans often include intended furniture layouts and other details that can make planning your system simpler and more effective.
4. Updates- Budgets can get out of control quickly. Ask for an updated quote for any changes or additions you make to the planned system. This will help ensure you keep your budget in mind from the pre-wire to the finished installation. 

5. Future proofing- Getting your home wired for technology keeps you up to date for the here and now, but what about down the road? There are some simple steps your Technology contractor can take to ensure you have options for the future. We always try to include a conduit run from the basement to the attic/crawl space just incase you need to run wires to the second floor after the walls are up. 
6. Cabinets- Finding someplace to put the electronics that will run your new technology often seems to get overlooked till it is too late. Custom built in cabinets are the most common home for electronics today but make sure you involve your Technology contractor when it comes time. Most cabinets are too shallow to fit large electronics like receivers and multi-room amplifiers. Building in some type of cooling/ventilation can improve lifespan and performance of your electronics as well.
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
