1. Rack mounted systems- We often recommend equipment racks to store most of your multi-room and whole house electronics. Racks come in a wide array of sizes and types that can be stowed away into closets, finished pieces that can stand alone, pullout units that can be flush mounted into walls etc. Built in wire management and cooling options make your system more efficient and service friendly. The most common units housed in these systems are the bulky electronics you wont need access to like multi room audio controllers and amplifiers, media servers, radio tuners, distribution amplifiers, automation controllers etc. 

2. In wall/floor subwoofers- Subwoofers are one of the most awkward shaped and sized parts of any theater surround system. Most commonly a big black box that sits in the corner of your room that you try to hide. In wall and floor mounted subwoofers offer a great solution eliminate the black boxes of the past. These hide away units use an external amplifier that can be located with your other electronics and not only eliminate the box that is hard to find a place for but allow for better placement of the woofer for sound. 

3. Over fireplace plasma mount- One of the most popular trends today places both focal points for your main room in one place. A couple factors to think about when mounting your plasma above the fireplace are mantle height and TV mount options. When mounting your TV over the fireplace you may want to go with a lower mantle than you might normally. This eliminates having to look up to much so you can’t enjoy your TV. Keeping the top of the mantle under 55-60 inches will keep your TV at a reasonable level. You may also want to consider framing above the fireplace to recess your plasma for a more aesthetically pleasing overall look. Going with a recessed mount will require a final choice of plasma make and model to ensure a snug fit and finished look.

4. Ceiling or wall mount speakers- Ceiling or in wall mounted speakers have become more or less standard for new home construction these days. In rooms with standard ceilings speakers mounted above are simple, sound great, and are hidden out of the way. Many homes today with great rooms prove more of a challenge with vaulted ceilings. Some of these can be solved with in wall speaker options that still offer a clean look and the same performance. But even for those with tougher problems like limited wall space, open floor plans or TV’s on articulating arms there are TV mounted options that can swing with the TV giving great sound no matter where you point the TV.   
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
